Mr. Call presented a letter of resignation dated January 16, 2013 from Dawn Paden and a letter dated January 17, 2013 from John LaValla. 
Mr. Seech made a motion to accept the resignations of John LaValla and Dawn Paden and directed the office manager to send a letter to the Hanover Township Supervisors notifying them of the two vacancies on the Sewer Authority board. Motion seconded by Mrs. Voelker. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Motion by Mr. Seech to authorize mileage and a rate set by the IRS for the board members and office manager for travel pertaining to official sewer authority business; seconded by  Mrs. Voelker. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Meetings:  Mr. Seech made a motion that the Hanover Township Sewer Authority will have two regularly scheduled monthly meetings on the 1st and 3rd Mondays of each month at 7:00 p.m. for 2013 and also includes the 3rd Monday of January 2014; seconded by Mrs. Voelker. Motion passed by unanimous vote. (The board is able to vote at both meetings).
Engineer:  Mr. Seech made a motion to confirm Project Engineer as Gannett Fleming, Incorporated; seconded by Mrs. Voelker. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Mrs. Voelker made a motion to appoint Houston & Associates as HTSA auditors; seconded by Mr. Seech. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Mrs. Voelker made a motion to appoint our banking institution as PNC Bank in Burgettstown; seconded by Mr. Seech. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Mr. Seech made a motion to authorize the Washington Observer as our official newspaper; seconded by Mr. Call. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
The Rate and Fee Schedule for 2013 was tabled to allow for creation of additional fees.
Mrs. Voelker made a motion to accept the minutes of December 17, 2012; seconded by Mr. Seech. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Mr. Seech presented the Treasurer’s Report for January 21, 2013, beginning balance in the Operating and Expense Account as of December 1, 2012 of $54,331.27, December total deposits of $29,978.83 and December expenditures of $31,475.43, ending balance $52,834.67. Balance in the Pennvest Account in December was $46,703.39. Balance in Tap Fund Phase 1 Account in December was $93,313.24. Balance in Tap Fund Phase 2 Account in December was $50,000.00. Transfer $22,000.00 from Account #3544 to Account #9763. Mr. Seech made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s report as presented; seconded by Mr. Call. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Mrs. Voelker made a motion to pay the invoices total of $18,617.93; seconded by Mr. Call; Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Mr. Call made a motion to pay HTSA part-time employee, Patricia Garrett for weeks ending December 31, 2012 and January 15, 2013, Payroll total of $404.00; seconded by

Mr. Seech. Roll Call –Greg Call, yes; Tim Seech, yes; Nancy Voelker, abstain for
Patricia Garrett. Motion passed.
Correspondence:  Tepco warranty read two (2) years from start-up or 27 months. Mr. Rae corrected it is two (2) years from start-up. A letter was received in person at the office from resident Mrs. Wright and acknowledged. 
Old Business:  Mrs. Voelker spoke regarding inquires in previous meetings asking if we planned on repeating the training to install the pumps. Originally, two training classes on installing the pumps would be offered without charge. Attendance at one of the classes is a requirement to pick up and install the pumps.  We will get further information from Tepco.  
A L Solutions will be contacted regarding their paperwork to get their line tapped.  
Solicitor Report:  Mr. Salopek discussed the letter that was submitted to DEP.
He also presented a proposed resolution to the board to consider adopting at the next meeting.  Resident, Mr Krynak questioned the removal of the condemnation on his property (he signed the indenture). Mr. Salopek noted he will discontinue the condemnation. The First Niagara Pavilion agreement is still in the works.  Payment plan approvals were tabled for further information.
Engineer Report:  Mr. Rae mentioned that contractors continue working on punch list items. GECS bonding company is involved. 
Gannet Fleming to pay the Authority for change order to change the heater units.  Mr. Seech made a motion to accept change order 1-06 in the amount of $13, 517.22 to be reimbursed to the Authority by Gannet Fleming.  Motion seconded by Mr. Call. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Motion to pay $5426.40 for Gannet Fleming invoice #19 was rescinded. 
The requirement of the plant operations contractor to train the authority’s Operations Field Manager was discussed.  The issue will be continued once the contractor proposal can be looked at.   It was agreed that the authority is responsible for maintenance.  A preventative maintenance schedule will need to be drawn up based on the Operations Manuals.  

Mr. Seech made a motion to approve Phase I funding requisition 89 in the amount of $15,740.34.  Motion seconded by Mrs. Voelker.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Mr. Seech made a motion to pay requisition P2-22.  Motion was seconded by Mrs. Voelker.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Pennvest payments are on hold until someone can log on to system.  Mrs. Voelker made a motion for authorize Mr. Call to be able to sign documents for Pennvest purposes.  Mr. Call seconded.  Motion passed with unanimous vote.  

Developer projects: AL Solutions may have as many as 80 EDUs when operating at full capacity; Buncher needs to submit a Developers Agreement for consideration by the Authority.
New Business: 

Mr. Call made a motion to accept analytical services quotation from Microbac, dated 1/23/13, for weekly plant sampling, effective for one year.  Motion seconded by Mr. Seech.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Mrs. Voelker made a motion to accept the maintenance agreement from Bordon Office Services for the copier at $385 per year.  Mr. Seech seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.  

Mr. Rae stated he would check on several outstanding customer complaints and whether or not Pennvest funds can be used to bring Comcast to the plant.

A price hold on chemicals is good until March.  The chemical rate to stay the same until the decree is lifted, then the Authority can look at other options.  
One citizen had a question about an installation issue.  

Mr. call made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 10:42pm.  Mrs. Voelker seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
