Chairman Greg Call called the meeting to order at 7:14 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silence for the victims of the Boston Marathon bombing victims.  

Board members attending were Chairman Greg Call, Vice-Chairman Timothy Seech, and
Secretary/Treasurer Nancy Voelker. Other members attending were Solicitor Frank Paganie,
Gannett Fleming Project Engineer John Rae, office assistant Patty Garrett, Hanover Township Supervisor Herb Grubbs, and six township residents/property owners.  

Treasurer’s Report: Mrs. Voelker presented the treasurer’s report.  Beginning balance in the Operating and Expense Account as of March 1, 2013 of $52,549.62, March total deposits of $93,568.39 and March expenditures of $61,485.40, ending balance $84,632.61. Balance in the Pennvest Account in March was $25,650.61. Balance in Tap Fund Phase 1 Account in March was $85,440.01. Balance in Tap Fund Phase 2 Account in March was $154,016.26.  There was no $22,000 transfer from  Account #3544 to Account #9763.  Mr. Seech made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report; Mr. Call second.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Invoices: Mrs. Voelker made a motion to pay the invoices totaling $24,501.47.  Mr. Call second.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Mr. Call made a motion to pay payroll in the amount of $427.45 which included $1.45 for Quickbooks direct deposit fee for Patricia Garrett; seconded by Mr. Seech.  Roll call: Greg Call—yes; Timothy Seech—yes; Nancy Voelker—abstain.  Motion passed.

Mr. Call made a motion to pay the invoice of Ms. Nusida for Quickbooks professional services in the amount of $480.  Mr. Seech seconded the motion.   Motion passed unanimously.
New Business:  Establishing a commercial sewage rate for non-residential customers was discussed.  Several questions arose that need to be researched before a decision is made to go this route.
One resident contacted the office about combining two pieces of property into one and how that would affect their sewer billing.  Mr. Grubbs stated that she would need to contact the planning committee, but recommended leaving them separated to save money.
The sewer office received a complaint about sewage running into her father’s yard from a neighbor’s septic tank. Mr. Seech made a motion to send a Notice of Malfunction to the Washington County Sewer Council through the Hanover Township supervisors for 41 Devils Den.  Mr. Call second.  Motion passed unanimously.
One business owner contacted the sewer office in January about converting his business from four EDUs to three.  He was told to get approval from the board at a public meeting, which he has not yet done.  An invoice will be sent for the fourth EDU.

Billing notices for unpaid taps, delinquent sewer bills, and delinquent tenant bills have been drafted and will be sent to the solicitor for legal review.  
Acquiring a 500-1000 gallon portable water tank to use to pump out manholes and flush pump stations was discussed.  We currently have a 300 gallon tank that isn’t quite big enough.  Will look at prices for used tanks and acquire one.
Two residents that signed up for the Phase 2 payment plan have not yet made any payments nor paid their sewer bills.  A notice went to each of them stating that they will be removed from the payment plan and the full tap fee will be due if their accounts are not made current.  One resident contacted the office and asked for an extension on the due date to pay due to extenuating circumstances.  The board agreed to extend the payment date until April 30, 2013.  The other resident has not responded.  That account information to be forwarded to the solicitor.  

Payments to Trumbold and Kappe, as approved at an earlier meeting, can be paid from the construction account.  Checks to be made out to each with Greensburg Environmental also on the checks.  
Solicitor Report:  The DEP Odor Control Consent Decree  has been terminated effective May 2, 2013.  April’s odor report will still need to be filed with the DEP, in compliance with the consent decree.
Buncher Development still needs to submit a letter of interest.
A meeting with AL Solutions to discuss the Special Service Agreement will be scheduled before the next board meeting.

The PNC Bank line of credit needs to be converted to permanent financing or paid off by April 15, 2014.

Engineer Report:  Mr. Call made a motion to pay PNC Bank Requisition No. 90 in the amount of $2488.04; seconded by Mr. Seech.  Motion passed unanimously.
Mr. Call made a motion to pay Requisition No. P2-24 in the amount of $283,008.91; Mrs. Voelker seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
Public Comments: Resident, Mr. Morra, asked how many remote alarm systems the authority still had in stock.  Mr. Lashhorn stated there were approximately 90 of them.  The option of returning them for credit was discussed.  A bill insert will go out to all phase 2 residents, informing them of the alarm, in an effort to sell them before taking a loss on returning them.
Setting a fee billed to Trombold Equipment Company for warrantee work done on grinder pumps was discussed.  Tabled until next meeting.  
Adjournment:  Mr. Call made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:46 p.m.; seconded by Mr. Seech.  Motion passed unanimously.
