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Hanover Township Sewer Authority

June 17, 2013
Hanover Township Building
Chairman Greg Call called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Board members attending were Chairman Greg Call, Vice-Chairman Timothy Seech, and
Secretary/Treasurer Nancy Voelker.  Others attending were Solicitor Frank Paganie,
Gannett Fleming Project Engineer Jack Rae, office assistant Patty Garrett, Township Supervisor Herb Grubbs, and ten township residents/property owners.  
Meeting Minutes: Mrs. Voelker made a motion to accept the meeting minutes of June 3, 2013; Mr. Call second.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Executive Session: There was an executive session held on June 12, 2013, to discuss personnel issues.  Mr. Call, Mr. Seech, and Mrs. Voelker were in attendance. No action was taken. 
Treasurer’s Report:  Mrs. Voelker presented the May treasurer’s report.  The Operations account began the month with $111,836.81 with deposits of $80,905.63 and expenditures of $113,234.02 for an ending balance on May 2013 of $79,508.42.  The Pennvest account had a balance of $3,966.35, the Phase 1 Tap account had a balance of $90,103.13, and the Phase 2 Tap Fund account had a balance of $195,474.67.  There was a transfer of $21,684.26 from the operating fund to the PennVest fund.  Mr. Seech made a motion to accept the May treasurer’s report; Mr. Call second. Motion passed unanimously.
Invoices: Mr. Seech made a motion to pay the invoices totaling $31,893.33.  Mr. Call second.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Motion to pay payroll for Patricia Garrett for May 1-14 and 15-31, 2013 in the amount of $1168.90 which includes $2.90 Quickbooks  service fee.  Roll call: Mr. Call—Yes, Mr. Seech—Yes; Mrs. Voelker—Abstain. Motion passed.
New Business:  A house on Paris-Colliers was sold in August of 2012.  A sewer account was not established for the new owner.  After a discussion, it was decided to bill the new owner for sewage back to the date of sale.  
Mrs. Voelker has spoken with the Hanover fire chief and the Officer in Charge at the Hanover Police Department.  Both emergency responders prefer to have a Knox Box located at the sewer plant rather than having a set of keys in the case of an emergency.  The board will discuss further.

The property at 9 Carries Drive was scheduled for a sheriff’s sale earlier this month.  Mr. Paganie to check on the status.
Mrs. Voelker asked for a definition of a subsequent customer.  Mr. Rae stated that initial customers are those who have existing structures on properties when the 537 plan was drawn up.  Anyone else coming in after that is a subsequent customer.  
Old Business:  A workshop date was set for June 26, 2013 for the board members to discuss the water shut-off policy.
Muni-Link has submitted a contract proposal as our new billing system.  Implementation will be approximately October 1, 2013.  Mr. Salopek will look over the contract and give his opinion and advice before the board signs.

Gannett Fleming to inquire as to whether the bond is still active on Bella to fix the Contract 6 issues that are still outstanding.
A meeting has been scheduled for June 25, 2013 to finish the final agreement for the Cincinnati/Greensburg takeover.

The audit of all sewer billing accounts is coming along slowly.  Letters and copies of the audits have gone out to the residents of the accounts whose audits have been finished.  

The Authority has not yet heard back from the Washington County Sewer Council on the complaint about sewage running onto a neighbor’s property.  We have not yet heard a status on the first three malfunction reports that we turned in to the township for submittal to the Washington County Sewer Council.
A resident’s past correspondence indicated a portion of his property was taken through eminent domain to lay sewer lines in Phase 2.  It appears the line at his property was placed in the PennDOT right-of-way.  Requests to release property taken through eminent domain and not used must be made directly to the Authority, either at a public meeting or by calling or coming to the office.  
Solicitor Report:  Buncher Development- the board has instructed the solicitors to put no time in with Buncher until they submit a plan, as is the proper way to proceed with any development in the township.  No payments for solicitor time will be authorized for Buncher time until Buncher follows proper procedures.
A meeting was held on June 10, 2013 to discuss the service agreement with Live Nation/First Niagara Pavilion.  Mr. Salopek, Mrs. Voelker, Mr. Lashhorn, and Mr. Rae (via phone) attended the meeting.  Several questions were clarified, including that we can’t stop sewer service, but we can initiate water shut-off and foreclosure on a municipal claim.
Engineer Report:  Mr. Rae discussed being paid on an hourly rate once the bond company takes over finishing the construction of the project.  He will email information explaining the new pay structure.
Mr. Rae will look into the excessive wear issue on the pump station at the First Niagara pump station.

Mrs. Voelker made a motion to pay Requisition 92 in the amount of $559.58; Mr. Seech second.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Seech made a motion to pay Requisition P2-26 in the amount of $7,614.98; Mr. Call second.  Motion passed unanimously.

The joint permit for the Interceptor construction requires a Wetlands Monitoring Plan, which is a 5-year plan to monitor the restoration of the wetlands that were disturbed by HTSA contractors during installation of the interceptor.  The plan includes engineering fees for each of the one-year, three-year and five-year inspection plan intervals required in the permit.  The one-year plan, which cost $9,700 and is to be allocated to WCCED, is due in October 2013.  Mr. Call made a motion to authorize the engineering fee for year one of the Engineering Wetlands Verification in the amount of $9,700; Mrs. Voelker second.  Motion passed unanimously.
Correspondence:  Mr. Salopek responded to a right-to-know request which resulted in a response that could result in litigation.  

Public Comments:  A resident questioned why she was being charged for a garage unit that no longer contains living quarters.  The authority will verify and adjust the EDUs if necessary.
Mr. Lashhorn stated that the road bore for a new business in the township was completed that day.  They asked to be allowed to use their indoor bathroom instead of the port-a-potty and be billed for only that until their agreement can be reached to start sending process water through the sewer lines.  At this point, only the bathroom and a kitchenette sink would be connected.  Mrs. Voelker made a motion to bill AL Solutions the well water rate for only bathroom and sink usage, no process water, until their final agreement; Mr. Call second.  Motion passed unanimously.
Adjournment:  Mrs. Voelker made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 10:34 p.m.; seconded by Mr. Call.  Motion passed unanimously.
