Correspondence: Letter from the Owner of Bavington Inn looking for approval to convert  his existing septic tank on site into a grease trap. He is willing to accept all responsibilities and comply with all regulations that are in place. Per Mr. Rae it should be sampled.

Mr. Salopek asked Mr. Rae to put a letter together for conditional approval or subject to continue analysis for review and then we can look at that and get it approved at our next meeting.

Mr. LaValla asked for a motion to approve M Davidson & Associates for Plant Operation Services for a contract that includes a two months commission period and one-year basic services, subject to the negotiation out of the five hour weekday day time minimum and clarification that there are no other additional for incidental charges to be made.
