Mrs. Paden made a motion to pay HTSA Part Time Employee Patricia Garrett for Week Ending September 30, 2012 and October 15, 2012, Payroll total of $202.06; seconded by
Mr. Seech. Roll Call – Dawn Paden – yes; Tim Seech – yes; Greg Call – yes; John LaValla – yes;
Nancy Voelker – abstain for Patricia Garrett.

Old Business:  Mr. LaValla mentioned update on Whipporwill Extension. Mr. LaValla mentioned that we need to send another letter to them so we can get some response. 

Solicitor Report:  Mr. Salopek mentioned on the Boyer’s Property a final form of settlement agreement substantially to send a copy to Mr. Boyer. Mark Lashhorn has marked it out and took pictures he has everything ready to go. My recommendation we authorize the execution of this settlement agreement with Mr. & Mrs. Ken Boyer at 307 Steubenville Pike, they will need to come in the office and each sign a letter and Mark Lashhorn will co-ordinate with them on their end.  HTSA will pay an additional $2,000.00; we will continue to own the pump but they will own the entire lateral from the house down to the road will be their responsibility.

Mrs. Paden made a motion to accept Final Payment for Phase II EPA Reimbursement for Payment Request #5 for $28,930.00; seconded by Mr. Seech; Motion carried.
