Chairman Greg Call called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Board members attending were Chairman Greg Call, Vice-Chairman Timothy Seech, and
Secretary/Treasurer Nancy Voelker. Other members attending were
Gannett Fleming Project Engineer John Rae, Solicitors John Salopek and Frank Paganie, office assistant Patty Garrett, and six township residents/property owners.  

Public Comments:  Mr. Norman Chappell, Phase 2 property owner, had questions about the tap fee for future new construction on his property.  He also questioned why his son would receive a sewer bill with a well water charge.
Mr. Daniel Reitz questioned whether HTSA received the $15,000 invoice from WCCED.
Minutes: The motion to accept the minutes from the February 18, 2013 meeting was tabled until the next meeting, in order to give the board more time to check them.  
Treasurer’s Report: There was no treasurer’s report for this meeting.
Invoices: Mr. Call made a motion to pay the invoices totaling $33,743.04.  Mrs. Voelker seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Mr. call made a motion to pay payroll in the amount of $228.00 for Patricia Garrett; seconded by Mr. Seech.  Roll call: Greg Call—yes; Timothy Seech—yes; Nancy Voelker—abstain.  Motion passed unanimously.
Old Business:  Since E-1 offered the 3rd year of warrantee on all grinder pumps for Phase 2 if HTSA takes delivery of the remaining ordered by the end of March 2013, it is necessary to purchase a second trailer in which to store them.  A quote was obtained from Plunkett Motor Freight for an amount between $2,000 and $2,500, delivered.  The township supervisors will be asked to approve storing the second trailer at 901 Steubenville Pike along with the first trailer. Mr. Call made a motion to approve the purchase of a trailer for grinder pump storage, not to exceed $2,500; seconded by Mrs. Voelker.  Motion passed unanimously.
Mr. Call made a motion to authorize the filing of Deficiency Reports with the Washington County Sewage Council through the Hanover Township supervisors for properties at 22 Paula Street, 551 Paris Colliers Road, and 170 Devil’s Den Road; seconded by Mrs. Voelker. Motion passed unanimously.
A discussion ensued about AL Solutions pump and flow meter.  Mr. Rae made recommendations. Mr. Call made a motion to authorize Mr. Lashhorn to work with MS Controls and AL Solutions, with engineer recommendations, and to order the flow meter and pump necessary, with AL Solutions paying all of the expenses; Mrs. Voelker seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
Solicitor Report:  Mr. Seech made a motion to accept Resolution #2013-16, Pump Ownership Agreement; seconded by Mrs. Voelker.  Motion passed unanimously.
Mr. Seech made a motion to direct the solicitor to have DEP terminate the Consent Order; seconded by Mr. Call. Motion passed unanimously. 

Engineer Report:  Mrs. Voelker made a motion to authorize Gannet Fleming at act as an HTSA agent to file PennDOT Applications for Highway Occupancy Permits; seconded by Mr. Call.  Motion passed unanimously.
Mr. Call made a motion to approve Change Order 7-03R1; Mrs. Voelker seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
Mr. Call made a motion to accept Change Order 10F-02, of no monetary value; Mrs. Voelker seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
Mr. Call made a motion to sign the release of payment to TEPCO in the amount of  $4,450.00; seconded by Mr. Seech.  Motion passed unanimously.

The Operations Report needs to be submitted to the DEP by March 31, 2013.  Mr. Rae will do this report and submit it.
New Business: Due to safety issues, the insurance company has recommended access gates and warning signage be installed around the outside tanks.  A quote for gates was obtained from the fence installer, Multi Metals Company.  A change order to Greensburg Environmental will be issued.
Mr. Seech made a motion to authorize Patricia Garrett 8 hours/day or 40 hours/week until the office manager position is filled.  Hours worked more than eight per day to be paid at a rate of time and a half and approved by the chairman; seconded by Mr. Call. Roll call, Mr. Call—yes, Mr. Seech—yes, Mrs. Voelker—abstain.
Mrs. Voelker made a motion to authorize the temporary hire of Quickbooks Professional, Denise Nusida, at the rate of $40 per hour, as needed and approved by the chairman, to handle the office financial issues and train the permanent office staff; Mr. Seech seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

A discussion about a water leak at the HTSA property ensued.  It is currently unknown where it is located or which contractor is responsible for the repairs.  The search is underway.  A meeting will be called between the engineer, HTSA, the solicitor, and the bond company to discuss.
Mrs. Voelker suggested the board consider payment plans for two commercial customers in Phase 2 who are negatively impacted by the multiple EDU assessments. The payment plan that HTSA currently has in place applies to residential and non-residential customers also. 
When the DEP Consent Order is terminated, HTSA is free to explore other solutions and options for odor control in Phase 1, and Phase 2, should that be necessary.

Mrs. Voelker made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 10:10p.m.; seconded by Mr. Seech.   Motion passed unanimously.
