Vice Chairman Timothy Seech and Secretary/Treasurer Nancy Voelker were not present at the meeting.  Ten township citizens/business owners were also present.  
Meeting Minutes:  Mr. Truby made a motion to accept the minutes from the May 5, 2014 meeting; Mr. Grey second.  Motion passed unanimously.
Mr. Grey made a motion to accept the minutes from the May 19, 2014 meetting; Mr. Call second.  Motion passed unanimously.

Invoices:  Mr. Grey made a motion to pay the bills in the amount of $39,914.24; Mr. Truby second.  Motion passed unanimously.
Old Business:  PennVest has not answered yet as to whether the same rules apply to subsequent customers if grinder pumps used for them were purchased with PennVest funds.
PureAir manufacturer verified the size of the drum scrubber that HTSA is considering purchasing is adequate for our needs.  Gannett Fleming chemical engineer agrees. 
Mr. Call made a motion to purchase the PureAir Drum Scrubber with accessories up to $5,000; Mr. Grey second.  Motion passed unanimously.

New Business:  A policy pertaining to pumps that were picked up and never installed will be worked on in committee.
A relative of a deceased resident called the office requesting a waiver of the vacancy rate due to the property being uninhabitable.  The property is to be sold, then torn down.  In an effort to be fair to the current residents in the township and following the rules and regs, a letter denying the request will be sent.
Solicitor’s Report:  Four liens went out; one Sheriff sale scheduled for July.
The Live Nation and WCCED agreements went to Mr. Rae.

A Resolution will be needed when the fee structure is figured out.

There are new Terms and Conditions for the use of the Mission System.

Mr. Grey made a motion to execute the Mission Customer Service Terms of Use; Mr. Call second. Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Truby made a motion to accept PNC Bank Line of Credit Extension; Mr. Call second. Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Grey made a motion to accept the on-going solicitor’s report; Mr. Truby second.  Motion passed unanimously.

Engineer’s report:  Gannett Fleming will get with Mr. Lashhorn for a final walk-though.  

Westmoreland Electric has not yet worked on any remaining items.

Mr. Call made a motion to pay requisition No.P2-34 in the amount of $20,553.29; Mr. Truby second.  Motion passed unanimously.
