Invoices:  Mrs. Voelker made a motion to ratify the bills in the amount of $73,030.04; Mr. seech second.  Roll call:  Mr. Call – yes, Mr. Seech – yes, Mrs. Voelker – yes, Mr. Truby – yes, Mr. Grey – yes. Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Truby made a motion to ratify payroll for the pay period April 5 through April18, 2020, in the amount of $1,223.82 including the payroll fee; Mr. Call second.  Roll call: Mr. Call – yes, Mr. Seech – yes, Mrs. Voelker – abstain, Mr. Grey – yes, Mr. Truby – yes.  Motion passed.
Mr. Truby made a motion to ratify payroll for the pay period April 1 through May 2, 2020, in the amount of $1,311.27 including the payroll fee; Mr. Seech second.  Roll call: Mr. Call – yes, Mr. Seech – yes, Mrs. Voelker – abstain, Mr. Grey – yes, Mr. Truby – yes.  Motion passed.

Office Manager Report:  Mrs. Liller from Gannett Fleming is reviewing the submittals for the Starpointe extension.
The concrete floor has been poured in the pole barn
A review of the Rules and Regulations edits are being conducted prior to adoption.
There were 4 liens filed and 3 liens satisfied.
There was no correspondence.
There were no new conference or training opportunities.
Mr. Call made a motion to accept the office manager’s report; Mrs. Voelker second.  Roll call:  Mr. Call – yes, Mr. Seech – yes, Mrs. Voelker – yes, Mr. Truby – yes, Mr. Grey – yes. Motion passed unanimously.

New Business:   There was no new business to discuss.
Solicitor’s Report:  Mr. Kalina is not receiving any responses from Live Nation concerning the service agreement.

Mrs. Voelker made a motion to accept the solicitor’s report; Mr. Seech second.  Roll call:  Mr. Call – yes, Mr. Seech – yes, Mrs. Voelker – yes, Mr. Truby – yes, Mr. Grey – yes. Motion passed unanimously.

Engineer’s report:  The Devils Den Road manhole repair still needs to be scheduled.
Site work at the S&T Bank Music Park damaged the power lines to their pump station.  They did not discharge from April 10 through May 4, 2020.

Industrial waste discharge inspections remain on hold for the coronavirus.

The 537 Plan grant application needs sponsor letters from Hanover Township, Frankfort Springs Borough, and Hanover Township, Beaver County.  Preliminary engineering analysis can be used in the future if needed.
